the event was “LNG Opportunities in India - Norwegian Offerings”.  

 

Consul General Ann Ollestad delivered the welcome address. Birgit Løyland - DG Maritime in 

Norwegian Ministry of Trade, Industry & Fisheries inaugurated the event. Ms. Liv Hovem -

First session was about LNG Sector Development: Outlook, Policy, Regulatory Framework. The 

distinguished speakers in the session included Mr. Lasse Karlsen of Norwegian Maritime 

Authority, Dr. Ranjit Rath of Engineers India Limited, Mr. Egil Rensvik of LNG Network 

Norway, Mr. Pradeep Bansal of GSPC LNG & Mr. Azam Ali Khan of NORWEP. 

 

Second Session was about LNG Infrastructure & Financing. Key note address for the session 

was delivered by Mr. K K Sinha of Essar Ports. Other speakers included Mr. Lars Hasle of 

Eksportkreditt Norge AS, Mr. Thor Erik Harestad of Kongsberg Maritime, Mr. Aseem Dhingra – 

DNVGL, Mr. Raj Kishore of EIL & Mr. Arindam Ganguli of Shoft Shipyards.  

 

The program started with the release of ‘Energy Transition Outlook 2050’ prepared by DNVGL. 

Concluding speech was delivered by Mr. Narendra Taneja, leading energy sector expert & 

national spokesperson of India’s ruling party the BJP. The event was attended by more than 120 

people from Oil and Natural Gas Corporation Ltd, GAIL, GSPC-LNG, Petronet LNG Limited, 

Hindustan Petroleum Corporation Limited, Indian Oil Corporation Limited, HEnergy, Reliance 

Industries Limited, NORGAS CARRIERS PTE LTD among others.

• Increasing emphasis on clean fuels in India 
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• Methanol gaining importance as alternative fuel. DNVGL has already certified 4 vessels 

and another 6 under construction. 

• Coastal Shipping & Inland Waterways in India hold good potential for Small Scale LNG 

Carriers (SSLC) and related LNG infrastructure where Norway has the expertise. 

• Each table in the venue was named after Norwegian Ship/Vessel having some unique 

feature/ technology, program or place related to LNG. So, the tables were named like 

Glutra, Fram, Yara Birkeland, Ampere, Viking Lady, Vision of the Fjord, Color Hybrid, 

NKT Victoria, Snøhvit, Grønt Kystfartsprogram. Idea was to spread the information in
